Community facilities in the form of halls or other
meeting spaces are generally included in proposals
for local centres. Typically, the expectation is that
these facilities will be provided in shared buildings
which also provide space for other uses, such as
leisure, emergency services and libraries.

Open space and green infrastructure are identified
at a strateqgic level. Facilities such as play spaces
and community open space will be required to be
provided to serve specific developments such as
SUEs. These will be determined in detail through
masterplanning exercises and provided on site by
the developer.
