CSE — a child’s perspective

Some one taking advantage of you sexually,
for their own benefit. Through threats,
bribes, violence, humiliation, or simply by
telling you that they love you, they will have
the power to get you to do sexual things for
their own, or other people’s benefit or
enjoyment (including: touching or kissing
private parts, sex, taking sexual photos)

As defined by the Children’s Society
